Admire the intricately detailed cast-iron Park
Colonnade, dip a cup for a taste of the mineral springs,
and stroll the promenade to see the beautiful baroque
and art deco structures that flourished in this prosperous
town over the centuries. Enjoy lunch at a local restaurant
before transferring to Emerald Star in the afternoon.
