OVERVIEW

Go fishing on an open-deck skiff in the pristine waters off Ketchikan and 

then gather around a crackling campfire and enjoy a classic Alaskan fish 

dinner. The captain will assess the water conditions and choose a 

secluded spot where you will have the best chance of catching numerous 

Alaskan bottom fish species. To add to the fun, you will use light tackle so 

even average-size fish will be more exciting to land. After a couple of 

hours on the water, you will disembark on the shore of a spruce and 

cedar rainforest and settle in while the camp cook prepares dinner. The 

bottom-feeders that you have caught will be served atop a saffron-infused 

bouillabaisse. Seasoned potatoes in a homemade fish broth, warm 

sourdough rolls and rhubarb-blueberry bread pudding round out the menu.

HIGHLIGHTS

 • Fish in the waters off Ketchikan in a skiff with only a few other anglers.

 • Use the provided light tackle and bait that’s been selected for what’s 

biting that day.

 • Enjoy your fresh catch for dinner around a campfire in the rainforest.

OVERVIEW You’ll spend the day in a state-of-the art fishing vessel with a 

seasoned guide who will bring you to the fishing grounds Alaskans have 

been returning to generation after generation. No matter your skill level, you 

will fish like a local, working the sandy flats or sea floor pinnacles with 

your rod in hand, drifting with the current and jigging in waters as deep as 

300 feet. Species availability changes throughout the season, and daily 

factors such as tides and wind affect your fishing opportunities. This 

multi-species Alaskan fishing expedition allows you to head out with the 

confidence that you will catch fish. Down there in the twilight of the deep, 

rockfish, cod, flounder, sharks, skates and mighty halibut find their way to 

your bait. No matter what the conditions or the catch, this trip offers the 

best chance of exposing you to the strange and alien species found on the 

Southeast Alaskan deep-sea floor.

Upon arriving at Silverking 

Lodge in the heart of Grant Island State Marine Park, you will have time to 

check out the anglers’ fresh catch and stroll the boardwalk that winds 

through the rainforest. The tallest known red cedar in the Tongass National 

Park towers majestically at the end of the boardwalk. A seafood feast 

follows, featuring entrées such as Dungeness crab, mussels and shrimp.

You may be able to see a totem pole that 

is in the process of being created and explore a collection of clan houses 

that depict how the native people lived in the 1800s. Although it may seem 

an odd complement, there is also a collection of antique cars at the park.

Ketchikan is known as the 

Salmon Capital of the World, so there is no better place to catch these 

highly prized sportfish. Once you reach the prime fishing grounds, a 

deckhand will supply you with fishing gear and you will troll for salmon 

using a downrigger. Anglers will rotate from rod to rod, so that everyone 

has the same amount of time on each one. Five species of salmon live in 

these waters, including king salmon, which are also called Chinook salmon. 

Pink salmon are the most abundant species and they are vigorous fighters. 

If you want to keep what you catch, it can be processed and shipped 

anywhere in the United States.

HIGHLIGHTS

 • Fish for hard-fighting, highly prized salmon.

 • Enjoy a stunningly beautiful, natural backdrop.

 • Ship your catch home if you wish.

HELPFUL HINTS

 • Dress warmly in layered clothing.

 • Wear comfortable rubber-soled shoes.

Participants must be at least 6 years of age. Fishing lasts approximately 3 

½ to 4 hours. Alaska State Law requires a fishing license that can be 

purchased on the fishing boat for $25. During king salmon season, you 

must purchase an additional $15 tag. If you decide to process your catch 

and ship it home, you will need a credit card. Fish can only be shipped 

within the United States.

KTN-028   RAINFOREST ZIP, SKYBRIDGE & RAPPEL ADVENTURE

OVERVIEW

Envision the thrill of gliding through the top of a rich rainforest canopy 

along a series of nine ziplines and a cable suspended between tall spruce, 

hemlock and cedar trees, all bordering the magnificent Tongass National 

Forest. This eco-adventure combines the rainforest canopy with a flight 

over nine ziplines and 4,500 feet of high-tension cables, one aerial bridge 

At Herring Cove, an all-terrain custom 4x4 Unimog will transport you up a 

steep rain forest hillside to the canopy chalet. Professionally trained guides 

will outfit you with the state-of-the-art safety equipment and provide a 

detailed orientation before you mount the first platform. Your rain forest 

canopy challenge features a ‘flight’ over nine zip-lines. Your guide will 

progressively ease you into the forest canopy along cables ranging from a 

short 100 feet up to 750 feet. Eagles and bears are often seen from the 

platforms. Cross a hanging bridge offering breathtaking views of the forest 

below. You will be up to 135 feet above the forest floor. Throughout this 

adventure, you are surrounded by the sights and sounds of the rain forest 

wildlife preserve. The final zip-line emerges from the rain forest and 

transports you over lush grassy wetlands to a viewing tower, 55 feet 

above where you will rappel to the ground. Time permitting, grab a freshly 

brewed coffee or a cold Alaskan beer and explore our Tsimshian totem 

park, see a master carver working, check out our historic sawmill and 

watch our local blacksmiths at work. Stop by the General Store to see 

photos taken during your zip-line experience and to shop for mementos of 

your Alaska adventure. Your excursion concludes with a scenic drive 

back to the ship.

Following this invigorating hike, you will stop 

at a pub that locals often frequent and quench your thirst with a cold beer 

or a different beverage if you prefer.

You can expect every second of the ride down to be 

exhilarating as gravity pulls you through the forest canopy at a 

heart-racing speed. Each zipline offers a different panoramic view of the 

wilderness, which includes woodlands, mountains and the sea. You may 

also catch sight of a bald eagle flying overhead. Back on solid ground, you 

can see eagles up-close at the Alaska Raptor Center. You will also have 

the chance to browse a collection of totem poles and a historic saw mill.

HIGHLIGHTS

 • Fly through the forest canopy on an exhilarating zipline course.

 • Rappel down wooden platforms between the ziplines.

 • Enjoy spectacular views of the surrounding natural beauty.

 • Look for bald eagles in the wild and see them up-close in a raptor center.

OVERVIEW

Stand on an elevated platform that presents excellent views of a stream 

where black bears and other wildlife are often spotted feasting on salmon. 

To reach the platform in Herring Cove, you will follow a naturalist along a 

trail that winds through tall stands of hemlock, spruce and Alaska cedar. 

This pristine environment is home to black bears, eagles, seals and other 

species that feed on the more than 100,000 salmon that come each year to 

spawn. The elevated platform presents an excellent vantage point to view 

the wildlife up close. It will be quite the sight as some salmon will be caught 

while others will make it farther upstream. Later, you will watch injured 

birds of prey rehabilitating at the Alaska Raptor Center, tour a historical 

sawmill and see a master artisan carve a totem pole.

Once the 

boat anchors, you will fish with a vertical rigging to reach the bottom of the 

ocean floor where halibut live. The larger fish are usually females and can 

grow up to eight feet in length and five feet in width, which is why they 

are often called “barn doors.” Imagine what a thrill it would be to reel in one 

of these lunkers. If you catch one, you will notice that it has smooth scales 

and a light-colored bottom and a darker top, which acts as a natural 

camouflage that mimics the hues of the ocean floor and water.

They express them through interpretive 

songs, dance and storytelling. During the performance at the Native 

Heritage Center Theater, the dancers will be dressed in full regalia, 

including masks and headdresses. The entertainers will share their history 

from the time when advancing glaciers forced them out of their original 

homeland in Glacier Bay. They called their new settlement Hoonah, a word 

that means “where the north wind doesn’t blow.” Many of their 

performances express the significance of indigenous animals such as 

ravens, seals and eagles. Others tell of the tribe’s struggles with the harsh 

environment and poignant social issues. Following the performance, you 

will dine on a sumptuous meal of classic Alaskan dishes.

Go fishing for halibut in Icy Strait, where these giant flatfish are 

voraciously feeding throughout the summer. Meeting at the dock, you will 

embark your comfortable cabin cruiser and receive a safety orientation 

before taking the 20-30 minute ride out to the premier fishing area in Icy 

Strait. These waters are teeming with halibut as they serve as the main 

migration corridor for halibut traveling from the Pacific to their summer 

feeding grounds and spawning streams in southeast Alaska. The largest 

Pacific flatfish, Alaskan halibut are renowned for their mammoth size. The 

former state record halibut-a 440-pounder whopper-was landed near 

Hoonah, and catching a 100-pounder in Icy Strait isn't unusual. Imagine the 

thrill of hooking one of these monster fish and reeling it in from the depths. 

It's an amazing experience because halibut are longer than most flatfishes 

with a width one third of their length, so that husky girth produces a lot of 

resistance. You will spend approximately 2 1/2 hours on the water, fishing 

with bait that may include herring, salmon and octopus, which is one of the 

halibut's favorite meals. If you catch one, you'll notice that halibut has 

smooth scales, a light-colored bottom side and a darker top. The colors are 

a natural camouflage that mimics the hues of the ocean floor and water. 

Not only are these waters home to halibut, they are also filled with whales, 

sea lion, and seals so come prepared with your camera and binoculars. At 

the conclusion of your fishing time, you will head back to the pier where 

your tour concludes. Please note: This tour includes very limited walking, 

although there are steps to negotiate to board the fishing vessel. The tour 

is not available to wheelchair guests or those with mobility concerns. 

Persons who are prone to sea sickness should take appropriate 

pre-emptive measures before commencing the tour. Flat, comfortable 

shoes with a non-slip sole are required and warm layered clothing and 

waterproof outerwear are recommended as you may be exposed to the 

elements.

While this is an excellent 

area to observe animals, they roam freely, so there are no guarantees that 

you will see them. The Sitka black-tail deer is another native that may be 

spotted from the observation area, as well as land otters, mink and marten. 

And don’t forget to look skyward for bald eagles, a highly efficient bird of 

prey that frequents the valley.
