You will also see the 

17th-century fortress of San Felipe Castle, the church where the patron 

saint of Cartagena lies in a glass coffin beneath the altar, and notorious 

dungeons that have been converted into beautiful art galleries and 

workshops. The former Palace of Inquisition is another building whose 

beauty belies its ignominious past, as it was the headquarters for torture 

during the brutal Inquisition. Later, you will follow the guide through the 

narrow atmospheric streets of the Old City and then enjoy free time there 

for further exploration.

A tasting will be part of 

the experience.

If you like coffee, try a cup sweetened with panela, an 

unrefined sugar.

There is also a large swimming pool with 

plenty of lounge chairs and umbrellas if you prefer to relax there. Local 

favorites featuring seafood will be available for purchase.

You will see paths, aqueducts, 

stairs, terraces and much more. You may even see a piece of a Tairona 

vessel or remains of grinding stones whose wonderful rounded stones 

were created for a purpose that is still unknown. There were many items 

that this incredible culture manufactured during the hundreds of years that 

they dwelled on this mountain; and many of them remain. The Spaniards 

who came and assaulted the Taironas while looking for gold objects, took 

the gold, but they left the clay, the stone and what remains of the city 

today. Due to its climate and fertile soil, the area started off cultivating 

colorful tropical flowers that are sold to international markets and which 

can be observed everywhere within the reserve. Today, it has also 

become a sanctuary for the archeological treasures of the Tairona culture 

which are more than a thousand years old. The museum here showcases 

pieces of great value and also enlightens visitors on how the Taironas 

lived and how they were remarkable goldsmiths, craftsmen, sailors and 

warriors. Following the guided portion of your tour, you are free to explore 

further on your own, or perhaps take a swim in the river. There is a 

restaurant at the Reserve where guests may purchase lunch. After 

approximately 2 hours, you’ll walk with your guide back to your minibus 

and travel back to the ship.

Dive two separate ships sunk during World War II that have become 

artificial reefs inhabited by countless tropical fish. As you will be 

underwater about 40 minutes at each site, divers must be certified. The 

first site will be the Antilla, a German ship that was scuttled shortly after 

Germany invaded the Netherlands in 1940. The captain sunk the newly 

new ship on purpose rather than surrendering it to the Dutch marines on 

Aruba. The 400-foot ship is lying on its side in about 60 feet of water and 

is teeming with marine life. The wreck of the SS Pedernalis is the second 

dive site, and it is equally spectacular. The Germans torpedoed the oil 

tanker in World War II, but much of it is still intact at a depth of about 25 

feet. You will be able to see sections of cabins and the pipe line system, all 

of it home to a plethora of marine creatures.

This naturally beautiful 

cove offers powdery sand and gin-clear turquoise waters, surrounded by 

rocky cliffs. You’ll have about an hour to sunbathe, stroll or swim/snorkel 

here before it’s time to hop back aboard the transport for the 20-minute 

jaunt to today’s second strand, Cas Abou Beach. This idyllic stretch of 

white shoreline, tucked behind the gates of a former plantation, is dotted 

with swaying palms, parasols and thatched gazebos. The gentle waters 

and near-in reefs are paradise for swimming and exploring by snorkel. A 

bar with island favorites for purchase is available for your sipping 

pleasure during the hour-or-so we’re scheduled to spend at Cas Abou 

before returning to the pier.

If you do opt to jump in and investigate the goings-on, expect to 

see longsnout seahorses and a full spectrum of colorful reef fish like 

wrasses, grunts, goatfish, parrotfish and tangs. Sea turtles also thrive 

here in the protected park waters. This optional snorkeling is unguided, but 

a crew member will be keeping a watchful eye out from the deck. After 

about an hour at anchor, the sails will be raised again for the voyage back 

to harbor, with an open bar en route.

HIGHLIGHTS

 • Skim over clear Caribbean waters aboard a sleek and roomy sailing cat 

named Mushi Mushi.

 • Cross into the long-protected Bonaire Marine Park and moor for a blissful 

while.

 • Choose you pleasure: relaxing and sunbathing on board or investigating 

the reef by snorkel.

 • Under the surface, encounter a world of lush corals, sea turtles, colorful 

fish and invertebrates.

The exhibits cover more than 7,000 years 

of history through artifacts recovered from shipwrecks, 3D 

reconstructions, descriptive timelines and historical photographs. After 

browsing the museum, you will have time for shopping at a market near the 

harbor.

Travel off-road in a 4x4 Land Rover to explore Bonaire’s remote eastern 

shore, a land of giant cacti, plentiful wildlife and stunning natural beauty. 

You’ll head out from the pier and drive through Kralendijk. As you get 

further east, you’ll notice the land getting more rugged. Before long, the 

paved highway will be in the rearview as you enter trackless, arid 

countryside. This sparsely populated part of the island is both beautiful and 

rugged. You’re usually more likely to encounter wild donkeys, Caribbean 

parakeets, yellow-shouldered parrots or prehistoric-looking iguanas than 

humans around here. One exception is when you reach Sorobon Beach, 

catering to windsurfers who can’t resist the waves kicked up by the 

steady offshore breezes. After a pause, you’ll press on to pass one of 

Bonaire’s five lighthouses then clustered stone huts that once housed 

slaves who worked in the surrounding salt flats until slavery was brought 

to an end here in 1863. These saltwater shallows are a known place 

where Bonaire’s flamingoes gather to feed, using their upside-down beaks 

to scoop up brine shrimp – the unique diet responsible for their trademark 

rosy-orange hue. Perhaps they’ll be hungry when you’re passing through.

HIGHLIGHTS

 • Explore an arid, undeveloped part of Bonaire where the scenery is all 

about rugged beauty.

 • Be on the lookout for wild donkeys, chattering parrots, and iguanas 

lounging in the sun.

 • Stop at a faraway, breeze-swept beach where the waves are 

irresistible to windsurfers.

 • Visit salt flats where flamingoes often congregate to feed, and stand 

around on one leg.

HELPFUL HINTS

 • Wear light-weight clothing.

 • Flat, closed-toe shoes are required.

 • Bring a hat, sunglasses and sunscreen.

Spectacular stands of elkhorn and staghorn 

coral support a diversity of fish and other marine creatures. You’ll see it all 

clearly from this 32-foot boat designed expressly for this purpose; just 

settle into a shaded seat and look through the window that runs along the 

floor of the vessel. It’s a relaxed and unintimidating way to take in wonders 

usually hidden under the surface. And it’s a scene that continuously 

changes as the boat slowly motors over one reef, then another. While 

there’s no telling exactly what will come into view, you can expect to see 

graceful sea turtles coasting in the currents and a full spectrum of colorful 

fish among the reef corals, including wrasses, grunts, goatfish, parrotfish 

and tangs. The onboard naturalist can help with fish identification or 

questions, and there are illustrated Caribbean fish charts on board as well. 

After about 75 minutes spent surveying this marvelous environment, you’ll 

return to the pier. Dry and content.

HIGHLIGHTS

 • See what’s going on underwater in Bonaire’s reefs without getting your 

feet – or anything else – wet.

 • Take your shaded seat on a 32-foot glass-bottom boat headed for 

Bonaire Marine Park.

 • Glide slowly from reef to reef in this protected reserve, watching an 

everchanging scene of corals, turtles, colorful fish and other marine life.

 • Rely on the onboard naturalist or fish charts for help telling a goatfish 

apart from a parrotfish, or a tang.

HELPFUL HINTS

Pedal across Bonaire’s relatively flat countryside, admiring the island’s 

natural beauty and observing daily life here in the tropics. A drive through 

Kralendijk brings you to the departure point where you’ll be set up with 

your mountain bike to begin this 12-mile cycling adventure that passes an 

array of classic Bonaire sights. Capture panoramas at Tolo Beach, a 

spectacular stretch of sand also known as Ol’ Blue. Admire the dilapidated 

charm of Landhouse Karpata, a former plantation that raised goats, grew 

aloe and produced charcoal – now gone to seed. You might see wild 

donkeys lazing about; they’ve been island residents ever since Spaniards 

brought their ancestors here 500 years ago. Ahead lies Goto Lake, a 

favorite gathering place for Bonaire’s flamingoes. They feed in the 

saltwater shallows here, using their upside-down beaks to scoop up brine 

shrimp – a diet that gives them their trademark rosy-orange hue. Stopping 

at Dos Pos, a drinking well at a nearby plantation, you’re likely to spot other 

birds including lively yellow bananaquits. Once at Rincon, the island’s 

oldest town, you’ll take a well-earned outdoor rest at the Rose Inn, then 

leave your wheels behind and hop aboard ours for the return drive to 

Kralendijk.

 • Get fitted and head out for 12 miles of freewheeling tropical exploration 

by mountain bike.

 • Pedal along a coastal path that also turns inland after rounding a 

flamingo-favored salt lake.

Relax in whatever 

way you please; there’s no set schedule. After about an hour you’ll tender 

back to the Samur to enjoy tropical fruits and rum punch on the return sail.

You’ll also see Bonaire’s largest 

church and may have a chance to view the saltwater flats where 

flamingoes sometimes congregate in the shallows to scoop up brine shrimp 

with their upside-down beaks and backwards knees. That diet is what 

gives them their trademark rosy-orange hue. Once the tuk-tukking is done, 

you’ll be dropped back at the pier.

Once you’ve absorbed that awhile, it’s on to one of Bonaire’s 

many caves, some still bearing inscriptions from Arawak Indians who lived 

here in pre-Columbian days. Today’s cave residents are likely to be bats, 

clinging to the roof in great numbers as they wait for dusk to fly off in 

search of tasty insects. It’s a good thing your dinner plans are elsewhere.

Speaking of those 

waters, you can gaze right down into them through the glass bottom of 

your kayak and see a whole other world where the locals have polyps, 

fins and flippers. After about 30 minutes of paddling, you’ll reach the beach 

with about an hour to spend as you please, either relaxing on the sand or 

taking advantage of the snorkeling here, ideal for all skill levels. 

Afterwards, you’ll kayak back to where you started.
